Schedule of Charges for Commissioned Paintings

Work up/ Rendering/ Sketch idea

This vital step in completing a commissioned artwork allows patron and artist to agree on visual components of the requested artwork.  Revisions are a necessary part of the sketch process.  Patron and artist collaborate to achieve desired imagery.  The sketch fee is $85.00 and is received in full before any renderings are produced. If the patron decides not to use the artist’s renderings, the $85.00 fee is retained and the images remain in the artist’s possession.  Conversely, the fee is applied to the total cost of the artwork as payment on account when fulfilling the commission.

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Level One Complexity
· Complexity level one artworks are visually simplistic having minimal or no detail, naturalism or realism 

· The smallest size for such artwork is twelve inches by twelve inches (12” X 12”)

· Base price for the initial square foot is $125.  Additional areas are $60.00 per square foot.  Square footage is calculated using the area  (L’ x W’) of the desired artwork

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Level Two Complexity
· Complexity level two artworks are more naturalistic than level one pieces but not as realistic as level three artworks and do not include portraiture

· The smallest size for such artworks is sixteen by twenty (16” X 20”)

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Level Three Complexity
· Complexity level three artworks are more realistic than level two pieces and may include representational environments.

· The smallest size for such artworks is twenty by twenty-four (20” X 24”)

· Coverage areas are $180.00 per square foot.  Square footage is calculated using the area  

      (L’ x W’) of the desired artwork

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Level Four Complexity
· Complexity level four artworks are much like level three in their realism and naturalism.  Level four differs in that heightened detail and more complicated textures and scenes are expressed.

· The smallest size for such artworks is twenty by twenty-four (20” X 24”)

· Coverage areas are $270.00 per square foot.  Square footage is calculated using the area

      (L’ x W’) of the desired artwork

Payment on Account

Payment of at least half of the agreed upon total cost of the artwork is required before the painting is originated.  The remaining portion is due upon completion of the artwork.  If the patron decides, at any time, he/ she no longer wishes to continue the contract, the artist (Clayton Jerome Singleton) retains all monies received up to that point and all sketches and artwork are the property of Clayton Jerome Singleton to use or resale as he so chooses.  Upon receiving final payment on account, the artwork is shipped and delivered to the patron.

None of the images created by Clayton Jerome Singleton/ BirthMark Creative Arts Group are photo-realistic.   The naturalistic and realistic appearances are achieved through a painterly style using wet and dry-brush methods.
